o Explain the need for event data normalization and event correlation.

o Conduct security incident investigations.

o Explain the use of a typical playbook in the SOC.

o Explain the use of SOC metrics to measure the effectiveness of the SOC.

o Explain the use of a workflow management system and automation to improve the effectiveness of
the SOC.

o Describe a typical incident response plan and the functions of a typical Computer Security Incident
Response Team (CSIRT).

o Explain the use of Vocabulary for Event Recording and Incident Sharing (VERIS) to document

security incidents in a standard format.
